PACTV, unlike many non-profit organizations, has not 

needed to raise substantial funds in the past to support 

operating costs.  Public access centers receive funding 

from cable subscribers.  In addition, Plymouth town has 

generously allowed PACTV to lease the building at 130 

Court Street, practically rent-free, for the past ten years in 

exchange for renovating and maintaining it. 

The current agreements with Comcast provide revenue to 

the Towns of Plymouth and Kingston, and in turn, the 

towns provide PACTV with funding to operate two 

channels in Plymouth and three in Kingston.  These 

include Public and Government Channels 13 and 15 in 

Plymouth, and Channels 13, 14, and 15 in Kingston.  

These licenses between the cable company and the towns 

are in force for the next ten years. 

To date, PACTV has used its funding from the cable 

contracts to build an access organization from the ground 

up.  In ten years, PACTV has grown from a start-up, non-

profit institution with one employee, five members and no 

equipment to an modern digital media center with eight 

staff people and an annual membership of over 380 active 

members.  We have trained over one thousand volunteers 

to use our equipment, and many of our members have 

gone on to work in television, news and film production.
